Eligibility Requirements 

 Applicant must be a senior with a cumulative un-weighted GPA of 2.8. 

 Applicant must be in good standing with his or her high school. 

 Applicant must have participated in an in-school JA program or event in the 
County or City School Districts of Allen, Barren, Edmonson, Hart, Monroe, 
Logan, Simpson and Warren. 

 Four scholarships will be awarded: $1,500 Chucks United Hope 
Foundation scholarship applicable to any two or four year program at a 
college or university including technical schools, $1,000 scholarship 
applicable to any two year or four year program at a college or university 
including technical schools, a $500 scholarship two year or four year 
program at a college or university including technical schools, and a $500 
scholarship applicable to Western Kentucky University only.  

 Applicant must submit a complete application to be considered for the 
scholarship.  The deadline for all applications is Monday, March 26, 2012 
at 5pm to the JA office at the address below.
